· Recipient must pay any expenses exceeding the stipend amount.
· Recipient must participate in all Summit activities and participate in all Capitol Hill meetings scheduled on their behalf.

· Recipient must actively engage in grassroots advocacy activities in their congressional district and state following the Advocacy Summit.
· Arthritis Foundation Chapter Chairpersons and Arthritis Foundation staff are not eligible to receive volunteer stipends.  

· Recipient is expected to register for the Summit and make their own travel and hotel arrangements.  
· Stipends are to be used for 2010 Advocacy Summit related activities only. 
· Recipient will be reimbursed up to $2,500 following the Advocacy Summit and after submitting receipts to the Indiana Chapter, Arthritis Foundation (Reimbursement guidelines will be sent under separate cover).
